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Since our last Newsletter, a lot has happened; we did not hold a second sponsored walk in 2010 and this year we will again only hold one walk, The Great Britain Greyhound Walk 2011.
It is hoped that at 10am on 26th June from dozens of different points throughout Great Britain a Greyhound walk will begin. It is hoped that in Kent we will see all the other groups joining RGT Medway and Sittingbourne RGT in the walk. This will concentrate all Kent Greyhounds and Lurchers in one walk thereby making a greater impact and attracting the media. Lets make 2011 the hundred Greyhound dog walk! 

I realised that we are now getting as many dogs on the monthly walk as we do on a sponsored walk. 
Donations are always needed and the collecting tin is available when you sign in! You are not compelled to make a donation but every little helps! 
As the recession begins to bite, donations in general are diminishing and yet the plight of Greyhounds needing homes increases and the costs are escalating.   
It was decided almost by fate, that we should have a project to raise funds for, this was to insulate the boxes in the kennels and a team of volunteers are working to complete the task. Whilst being at the kennels a number of other tasks have been identified that need to be carried out. There are four outside kennels that need to be brought up to date. A number of wire kennel panels, need to be ‘fixed’ and for that we may need the services of a welder, ANY VOLUNTEERS? 

Over the past 12 months we have helped many dogs and their owners with problems ranging from seeking second opinion from greyhound vets on questionable treatment by pet vets to counselling owners, whose dogs were suffering from behaviour problems and trying to prevent dogs going back to kennels. We have also assisted in re homing greyhounds without the need for the dog to go to kennels.

I continue to need the assistance of volunteers who would be willing to act as walk marshals and put on a yellow jacket! We used to walk 15 to 20 dogs now it is over 70 and Jean and I are finding it hard work!

Many thanks to all volunteers who have offered or given assistance at the kennels (Terry and the gang) and in making each walk and event successful, my thanks to Ann and Bob for organising the Christmas dinner (which raised £77) from the raffle) thanks to my wife for carrying out the signing in and collecting donations and to Bill and Lindsay, of Sittingbourne RGT, for their continued support.  
I could not organise the walks without your continued help and if I have forgotten anyone please forgive me but again, THANK YOU!
